Hnadai dub a wrba

Historie mésta je svdzina s hradem, zaloZenym jiz ve 2. poloviné
12. stoleti §lechtickym rodem Bavord, ktefi dosahli nejvétsi moci
v dobé panovani Pfemyslovcii na ¢eském triné. Hrad je od roku 1995
narodni kulturni pamétkou. V soucasné dobé provede néavstévniky
regionem od keltského osidleni pres historii duddctvi az k tradi¢ni
vyrobé fezi a motocykli Muzeum stfedniho Pootavi, které v prostorach
strakonického hradu sidli. Prohlidku expozic je mozno zakoncit
pohledem na mésto z hradni gotické véze Rumpal.

History of the town has been connected with a castle founded as early
as in the 2nd half of the Bavors who reached the biggest power during
the reign of the Premyslids on the Czech throne. The castle has been
a national cultural monument since 1995. At present the Museum
of Central Otava Basin which has its seat on the premises of the
Strakonice Castle will guide you through the history of the region
from the Celtic settlement, over the history of bagpiping to traditional
production of fezzes and motorcykles. A tour of the exhibitions can
be finished with a view of the town from a Gothic castle tower called
