PAMATNE STROMY STRAKONICKA

Strakonice lezi v malebné jiholeské krajiné na soutoku feky Volyriky
se zlatonosnou Otavou. Spojitost se Sumavskym podhiifim umocriuje
vrch Kufidlo, Podsrp a Kdni vrch spolu s kaskddou fepickych rybnikit
a Blatskym rybnikem, mezi kterymi se Strakonice rozprostiraji.
Jméno mésta pochdzi od lidu praotce Straky, Stracha, Strakoné ¢i
Strachoné a celd jeho historie se vdZe k zaloZeni strakonického hradu
a jeho vyvoji.

Mésto, tak jak je zndme dnes, lezi na tizemi, kde se drive rozklddaly
Ctyfi osady - Zabokrty, Bezdékov, Lom a Strakonice.

Vyivoj mésta zacind ve druhé poloviné 12. Stoleti, kdy zde $lechticky
rod Bavorii zalozil rané goticky hrad. Jiz Bavor I. daroval st hradu
rytitskému fddu johanitii (Sv. Jana Kttitele), ktery zde sidlil po dobu
700 let az do roku 1925.

Strakonice lies in picturesque surroundings in South Bohemia at the
confluence of Volyrika and gold-bearing Otava rivers. Its links with
the Sumava foothills are augmented by Kuridlo Hill, Podsrp and Kdni
Hill together with Repice ponds and Blatsky pond, between which
Strakonice is situated.

It name is derived from the tribe ot forefather Straka, Strach, Strakori
or Strachoti and its history is linked to the founding of Strakonice
Castle.

Originally four settlements occupied the site of the present town
occupied the site of the present town — Zabokrty, Bezdékov, Lom a
Strakonice.

The town began to develop in the 2nd half of the 12th century when
the Bavor noble family founded a Gothic castle here. Bavor I gave part
of the castleto the Order of the Knights of St. John the Baptist who
lived here for 700 years until 1925.
